
GAME SCORING  
In Junior Team Tennis (JTT) the  
scoring is no-ad. This means a game  
is won by the first team to capture four  
points. When the game score is deuce  
(game point), the receiving team  
chooses which side is to receive the  
serve.  
 
SHORT SET SCORING  
Best 2-out-of-3 sets to 4 games with 
a  7 point tiebreak for the 3rd set. At 
3-3  in the set, the winner of the next 
game  wins the set (4-3).  

MATCH SCORING  
The winner of the match will be  
determined by the total number of  
LINES won. If you split 3 – 3, the 
game  total acts as tiebreaker. If game 
count  is the same, play a seven point 
tiebreak.  

SUBSTITUTIONS  
No substitutions may be made in an  
individual match after the lineup has  
been turned in, except for injury or  
illness of a player.  
 
 
 

WARM-UP TIME  
Players are allowed a five-minute  
warm-up. All team members are  
encouraged to warm-up during this time.  

COACHING  
Coaching is allowed during the 90-second  
changeovers by an approved Team  
Captain for that team that has been issued  
a Captain’s badge. ONLY one person  
deemed “COACH” or “CAPTAIN” is  
allowed on the court. Parents &  
spectators are required to stay away from  
the fence during any match play.  

RECORDING SCORE RULE  
The winning coach is responsible for  
recording scores by the end of day 
Monday  after the match. CATA will review 
matches  played to ensure all scores have 
been  recorded.  

BE MINDFUL OF THE SCHEDULE 
Please contact the coach of your opposing  
team by Tuesday during the week prior to  
your match. Make every effort to get the  
match played. Parents of players at this  
level are used to scheduled and set  
starting and ending times.  

 

EXPLANATION OF TIEBREAKERS A 
7-point set tiebreak is played when the  
players have one set each.  

POINTS: Tiebreaker points are scored  
numerically, “0”, “1”, “2”, “3” and so on.

SPORTSMANSHIP  
Please encourage your players to have  
excellent sportsmanship!

JTT is  
just like all other youth leagues, soccer,  
volleyball, etc. This is a “recreational level”  
league. Please honor the game and  
encourage extremely competitive players  
and parents to stick to tournaments.  
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
